A Brass Memorial plate is a very tangible and beautiful method of honouring the memory 

of our loved ones. We have been advised that we have the capacity to accommodate a 

limited number of plates on the new bench Seat backs in our three Churches. 

The plates are made from the highest quality brass.  They are deeply etched and infilled, 

and are 150mm x 50mm in size.   They will applied to the bench using counter sunk brass 

screws.  The cost per dedicated plate will be €250.
